MXP-5 General Description

The MXP-5 is a ceiling-mounted passive loudspeaker for speech and program audio reproduction in meeting rooms. Its shal-
low depth makes the MXP-5 ideal for retrofit applications with limited mounting space. Available tile bridge and new construc-
tion mounting brackets simplify installation.

The dual-driver architecture delivers full-fidelity premium audio reproduction. The MXN-AMP provides optimized presets for all
MXP loudspeaker models as well as user-configurable EQ for each speaker output. A convenient switch on the MXP-5 front
faceplate allows for quick adjustment between 70/100V or 4-ohm operation. A cable pass-through allows for easy installation.

Shure audio encryption keeps audio content protected between the MXN-AMP and other Shure Microflex Ecosystem devices
in the room.

Install the Ceiling Loudspeaker

Before installing, confirm that the ceiling safely supports the weight of the loudspeaker. Refer to local regulations for any

plenum or seismic tie-off requirements.

* Ceiling tile installations: Use A-MXP5-TB (See below on tile bridge assembly, then go to step 1A)

* Unfinished ceilings: Use A-MXP5-NCB (step 1B)
To install, you will need:

* MXP-5 loudspeaker

« Utility knife or other tool to cut hole in ceiling*
e Loudspeaker wire*

 Screwdriver or drill*

» High-strength suspension cable*

 Tile ceiling: A-MXP5-TB tile bridge*

* Unfinished ceiling: A-MXP5-NCB new construction bracket*

* Not included

Step 1A: Install A-MXP5-TB for Tile Ceilings

1. Use the loudspeaker packaging or the tile bridge to mark a cutout in the tile.

2. Cuta 12.2in. (310 mm) hole in the tile with the cutting tool.
3. Reinstall the ceiling tile with the tile bridge on top of the tile.
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4. Follow the steps to connect the loudspeaker.

Step 1B: Install A-MXP5-NCB for Unfinished Ceilings

Cuta 12.2 in. (310 mm) hole in the ceiling material.
Follow the steps to connect the loudspeaker.

Nail or screw the new construction bracket to the ceiling joists. Complete any finish work required on the ceiling.
Use the loudspeaker packaging to mark a cutout in the ceiling material.
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Step 2: Install and Connect the Loudspeaker
1. Adjust tap settings.

Important: Set the tap selector to the proper setting before connecting to an amplifier.
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2. Attach suspension cable (not included) to a solid structural hanging point in the ceiling using appropriate hardware.
Route loudspeaker wire next to the suspension cable. Pull the loudspeaker wire through the routing hole on the loud-
speaker.

3. Attach suspension cable to 1 of the loudspeaker's secondary attachment points. This provides additional mounting se-
curity. Follow any local regulations.

4. Connect the loudspeaker wire to the bottom of the loudspeaker using the block connector.
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5. Place the loudspeaker in the mounting hole and hold it in place. Tighten the 4 screws on each side of the loudspeaker
until each mounting arm fully extends to the secure the loudspeaker. Do not over-tighten the screws (not to exceed
torque of 10 Ib/in).
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6. Attach the grille safety restraint to the post on the loudspeaker.

7. Attach the grille.

Note: If you're painting the loudspeaker, paint the grille before attaching.
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Assemble the A-MXP5-TB Tile Bridge

What's in the Box

1. Loudspeaker frame
2. Double-slotted rails
3. Single-slotted rails with tabs

1. Assemble the Loudspeaker Frame

Insert the tabs on each half circle through the cutouts on each side.

2. Assemble Tile Bridge Rails

Insert each single-slotted rail with tabs into a double-slotted rail. Slide tabs to lock rails into place.
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3. Insert Rails into Loudspeaker Frame

Clip the 2 rails into the sides of the loudspeaker frame.
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Connect the Loudspeaker to an Amp

To power loudspeakers, connect them to an amplifier. If you are connecting loudspeakers to the Shure MXN-AMP, choose the
corresponding loudspeaker preset in the control software.
