Due to many diferent finish matarials used on walls, it is highly recommended that you
consull your local builder before you install this fireplace In the wall.

Select a location that is not prone 1o moisture and is located at least 36" away from
combustible materials such as curlains, drapes, furniture, bedding.

To avoid the possibility of exposed insulation or vapor barrier coming in contact with the
fireplace, it is recommended that the walls of tha fireplace enclosura be “linished” {i.e. Sheatrock,
drywall, etc.) as you would finish any other outside wall of your home. This will ensure that
clearance to combustibles is maintained within the wall cavity.

Never install ireplace Into load-bearing walls. When recessing fireplace in a wall,
recess into non-load bearing walls ONLY!

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Care, Cleaning and Maintenance

Cleaning:

Always turn the healer off and unplug the power cord from the outlel befare cleaning,
oerforming maintenance, or moving the fireplace. Failure lo do so could result in electnc shack
fire, or parsonal injury.

Mever immerse in water or spray with water, Doing so could resull in electric shock, fire, ar
personal injury.

Metal:

Buff using a soft cloth, shghtly dampened with citrus oil-hasad product. Do not Use brass
polish or household cleaners. as these products will damage the metal trim.

Glass:

Use a good quality glass cleaner sprayed onto a cloth or towel. Dry thoroughly with a paper
towel ar lint-free cloth. Never use abrasive cleansers, liquid sprays. or any cleaner that could
scratch the surface

Vents:
Use a vacuum or duster to remove dust and dirt from the healer and vent areas.

Plastic:
Wipe gently with a slightly damp cloth and a mild solution of dish soap and warm water.
Never use abrasive cleansers, liquid sprays, or any cleaner that could scratch the surface.

Maintenance:

Risk of electric shock! Do not open any panels. Mo user-serviceable parts inside!
Always tum the heater off and unplug the power cord from the outlet before cleaning.
