A. Symptom : walk belt off centered or slips.

Centering walk belt process as follow :

1. Power off appliance and unplug the power cord .
2. Manual centering process as follow:
« If the walk belt has shifted to left, use the hex tool to turn the left idler roller screw clockwise 1/4 of a
turn(refer to figure 1).
« If the walk belt has shifted to right, use the hex tool to turn the right idler roller screw clockwise 1/4 of !
turn(refer to figure 2). Figure 1
3. Appliance MUST work 1-2mintutes. Repeat manual centering process untill the walk belt is centered.

Belt slip correcting process as follow :

1. Power off appliance before operation.

2. Using the hex tool, turn both idler roller screws clockwise 1/2 of turn(refer to figure 3).

3. After corrected, please attempts to walking 1-2 minutes under 1.0 mph speed setting. Repeat until the
walk belt is properly tightened.
